Safety and Emergency Procedures

In the unlikely event of a fire, the first indication of a potential problem will be the

sound of a two tone audio alarm. This will be followed by an automated PA announcement
stating that the alarm is being investigated and a situation report will follow. Unless there
is obvious evidence of a fire, no action need be taken; delegates should wait for the next
PA announcement. Should it be necessary to evacuate the building, Centre staff acting as
floor wardens will give directions to escape routes; these are also marked with standard
signage. The assembly point is the open area in front of Westminster Abbey.
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
